Program Design for Paraphrasing without Plagiarism
Learner

Some students that think they have a good understanding of plagiarism only have a partial understanding. Students, particularly those who have been accused of plagiarism would like to avoid plagiarizing. They recognize the need for instruction on what plagiarism is and how to avoid it. They particularly need more modeling of acceptable paraphrasing, with opportunities to practice

Students at TIS generally enjoy using technology, and in fact expect technology to be used in instruction. Many of the students are not native speakers of English and may read, write and speak English below grade level expectations.

Environment

Students in Grade six are used to coming to the computer lab, and will be familiar with the available equipment.  Each student will have individual access to a computer, headphones, and a printer, for working with the instructional prototype.

Delivery

The instructional prototype will be used within a blended learning environment. Students will complete the prototype online at their own pace. The module can be used during any class or outside of school.

Content

The prototype will use a combination of direct teaching strategies using text and video, practice exercises for students to use in practicing paraphrasing, and a database of acceptable and unacceptable paraphrases for each text.

It will make use of a variety of technology tools including:

· Video and other multimedia for sharing information;

· Database for sharing examples of acceptable and unacceptable paraphrasing;

· Website for presenting the module, including areas where students can enter text.

Students will be expected to work individually to process concepts, and practice their application. They can learn from the experiences of other students, practice paraphrasing, and get feedback on the website and through e-mail from one of their teachers. All paraphrases received in the module are added to the database, and categorized as acceptable or plagiarized for future student reference. Students will be able to access the database of paraphrases only after having submitted their own paraphrase for a text.
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
